Board President’s Remarks — Two weeks ago | attended the 69" Annua! National Schoo! Boards
Association Conference. | just wanted to give a report on the classes | attended and the
speakers that ! saw. | brought back a wealth of information from out there and | wanted to
share it with everybody. Just a couple of the classes that | did attend. Pain Free
Superintendent Evaluations - Ten Easy Steps. So, I'm sure everybody will be excited to get that
from me. Open Meetings and the Sunshine Law - they went over exactly what you are
permitted to talk about in the back room and what you're not permitted to talk about in the
back room. Stressed that everything, uniess it was contractual, or employment or something
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that had legal ramifications must be discussed out in the public. Ten Practices to Avoid Liability
— and Downsizing a District, Designing, Deploying and Delivering Quality Education in Tight
Times. This one | found very interesting because it's what we're going through in the district
right now. Mr. Robert Bradley was one of the key speakers there and 've actually been in
contact with him to get some of the supporting data and information that he presented at the
class that day. A couple of things that he talked about, they did this in the Niagara Falls, New
York School District and what they had was shrinking population, much like McKeesport Area
School District, aging population, unemployment rates were going higher. Student population
was falling and the things that they did to lower expenses, they renovated their district, they
realigned their grades, they built new buildings. Their grades for the students went up and
some of the ways that they did this were all while they kept property taxes the same. What
they did was they eliminated their middle schoal and what they had was pre-k through 6%
grade, 7" and 8" grade and 9 through 12. They didn’t call 7" and 8" grade their middle school,
they called it the high school prep classes, they didn't refer to it as a middle school. in their
buildings they had between 600-800 students in a building down from 1,000 students in a
building. They extended their periods from 45 minutes to some an hour, some an hour and a
half. Their math, their sciences, are the classes that they extended. Some of the key points
that he made are enrollment, he said the enrollment of each school should be maintained at
90% of its adjusted capacity. For integration, every effort should be made to maintain the
range of percentages for minority students in each school between a pius or minus 10% of the
minority average in a grade span. These percentages will have to be reviewed and amended
yearly, he said. Families and neighborhoods according to level divisions, children in a family
should all attend the same school Every effort should be made to avoid splitting a
neighborhood or development and to avoid a street or road. Every effort should be made to
provide stability so that students will not be moved again and again year after year. He
stressed that one of the things that he really got into detail about was students changing
buildings too often. How they took their middle school teachers and put them back in the
elementary setting and they got a tremendous amount of feedback from the community and
even from the parents saying that by doing that one of the advantages of doing that was you
were not forcing your children in 6 grade to grow up so fast. They were still with the
elementary students. They were staying younger a fittle bit longer. Their grades did go up and
by having the 7 and 8" grade, they prepped them for the high school classes. Another one of
the speakers | got a tremendous amount of information from was Secretary of Education Arnie
Duncan. They talked about the stimulus money. What the school districts should be doing with
the stimulus money. He talked about raising standards in all of the schools, raising the grade
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structure that right now, globally, our standards are too low. Even with them being low, we're
still having problems with some of our students meeting those standards. We talked about
teacher accountability, assessments that make sense. He urgad all of the schoo! districts to
lock at their assessments and the states to look at their assessments and see what they were
really measuring. Are they measuring what we need them to measure and the data that we're
getting from it, is it reaily telling us what we need to know. He said quality of education is the
only thing that can challenge poverty, not stimulus money. He stressed that throwing money at
a problem is not going to solve it. It's not going to raise your grade. It's the quality education,
he really taiked about administrators being held accountable and teachers being held
accountable. Another thing he said was don’t let adult ways get in the way of what is right for
chitdren. He talked about conflicting personalities with the administrators and board members
and he urged everybody to remember this is about the children and their education and some
times we need to let our egos go and remember what we're all here for, and that’s the
education of our children. Having to tell the truth about what's going on in the district. Lying
to each other, sugar coating things, not being honest, doesn’t help anybody. What does it take
for our children to be successful and competitive in today’s society. That's when he was talking
about we really have to look at our district and see where our weaknesses are and identify -
them and he talked about getting the community leaders involved and getting the parents
more involved and get feedback and working together as a community instead of a school
district, instead of McKeesport and White Oak and Dravosburg, that we all need to work
together. The last thing | wanted to mention was that | got to see Julie Andrews and she was
talking about the performing arts and how important it is in the high schools, and really
focusing an your music programs those students that participate in those programs often have
higher grade levels, go on to college and most of the time she talked about her movie career,
but she did touch a little bit on the performing arts. | just wanted to give that report to
everybody and the information that | brought home | will be passing out to all of the Board

Another thing that happened last week
was that Jason Davidek represented the school district at the Public Relations and they every
year award awards of excellence and honor for different PR pieces. We submitted a video that
was put together by the school district and it was the cyber video and 1 would like everybody to
take a look at it tonight. it won an award of excellence. (Viewed video.) One thing i would like
you to know, we had funding we had applied for to make this video and it was ahout $3,000-
54,000 and we were able to get, we sent it to ali the students that were in cyber charter schools
and we were able to get ten (10) students back and at our tuition rate that's close to $90,000 in
tuition that came back to the district. We thought that was a good initiative and it was also
recognized to be an effective PR piece.
